Guidelines for selection 
UA and the DAAD have agreed that all projects with an overall score of 80 out of 100 or higher in the pre-selection process will be considered eligible for funding and will progress to the next stage of assessment by the DAAD selection panel. Applications with a final score below 80 will be deemed ineligible for funding. 

There are four main criteria to be used in assessing applications and overall marks are divided as follows:
